An age waiver may be granted for a member of a group one year younger or older than the age required for the category.
RATING CRITERIA
The dancers will be penalized in case of non-respect of the durations imposed.

Dancers appearing to have excellent technique and registered in amateur category, may be penalized and reclassified.

The notation of the participants will be based on the choreographic work, the artistic quality of the dancer as well as his dance technique according to his category.

Competitors are free to greet their Audience and Jury Members.

The applause will be at the end of the category in order to not influence the jury.

WEAR AND ACCESSORIES
Outfits are free (costumes or simple dancewear).

Accessories and sets are allowed only if the dancers themselves put them in place and remove them from the stage. (The time of installation and uninstallation is counted on the passage time).

Objects that degrade the stage for the following passages are strictly forbidden and may penalize the dancers (talc, water, feathers, rosin, ...).
AWARDS
All candidates will be called on stage and will receive according to their ranking a diploma, a medal, a cup or a trophy (with scholarships, internships, winnings and exclusive rewards awarded by the Prestige Contest)

For the awards ceremony candidates must appear on stage in costume only.
